Every year, 100 “tech” companies participate in the McGill Tech Fair. This 
year, 57% are defence, oil and gas, and mining contractors, featuring 
some of the dirtiest and most exploitative corporations in the world. 

Many of the companies recruiting to fill tech and management positions 
at McGill are built on an exploitative business model of subjugating 
communities — both within Canada and abroad — to violence, 
dispossession, displacement, pollution, and illness. These resource 
extraction companies are the backbone of Canadian colonialism 
and imperialism, and the raison d’être of the Canadian state itself. 
An extractivism fuelled by capitalist growth and imperial expansion 
will simply never be “sustainable.” These oil and mining projects are 
designed to benefit a few to the detriment of the many, and will never be 
able to respond to the real material and health needs of communities. 
At the tech fair, corporations hide and greenwash their dirty practices 
to new graduates and prospective employees. Our goal is to provide the 
other side of the story.

Career fairs are an opportunity to study the harmful roles that science, 
technology, and engineering play under capitalism. They are also an 
opportunity to imagine a world where science — rather than serving 
the capitalist class, its military, its mining companies, and its toxic 
multinationals — is put to the service of anti-colonial struggles, land 
and water defence, and the real health and wellbeing of communities. 
What role could science and engineering play in a world outside of 
capitalism?

What about the “less bad” ones?
This is not meant to be a consumer guide to help you “shop around” 
for the least evil employer. Under capitalism, there’s not much use in 
moralizing about “good” companies vs. “bad” companies — the problem 
is structural. This pamphlet and spreadsheet was produced by and for 
scientists to point out the ways that Canadian capitalism, colonialism, 
and imperialism put us to work, greasing the wheels of an exploitative 
and ecocidal system that cannot possibly continue.

•	 Lobbied the Trudeau government on 60 
different occasions to defer prosecutions 
and relax penalties for corporations

•	 One of the world’s largest producers 

and exporters of coal, and suppliers of 
crude oil

•	 Crude oil refinery in Cape Town 
produces 100,000 barrels per day 13

GET ORGANIZED!
What can scientists 

and engineers do? 

We’re all too familiar with the array of proposed tech solutions 
to our current crisis — from carbon capture, to ecologically 
destructive hydroelectric dams, to radiation-blocking aerosols, 
to cold fusion, and a host of other fantastical methods for 
generating carbon-free energy. Greenwashed capitalism has 
most recently adopted the strategy of “critical minerals” for a 
green transition, which we know to be a lie. Mining the metals and 
minerals deemed “essential” for electric vehicles and batteries 
means more of the status quo: irreversible pollution, Indigenous 
dispossession, and unending colonial violence — particularly in 
northern Ontario, Québec, and all throughout Africa and South 
America. 

The fundamental causes of the crisis are not carbon emissions 
and rising temperatures, but our set of social relations, and our 
broken relationship to the land. “Green tech” can’t save us: the 
root cause of the climate crisis is capitalism itself.

Wherever you end up working after graduation, you can be a 
part of a long tradition of radical, anticapitalist scientists who are 
organizing, politically– within private industry, academia, and 
all over the world– to oppose the use of science for colonialism, 
extractivism, and warfare, to oppose fake market solutions and 
liberal reforms, and to develop real, anticapitalist alternatives 
for a better world.

The first step is to connect with people who share your values, 
cultivate a community, build solidarity, and work together with 
clarity and purpose. Here are just a few such organizations:
